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Purpose 
 
This is a statement setting out a summary of the consultation undertaken during the 
preparation of the Leisure and Recreation Development Plan Document (the DPD). 
 
The purpose of this statement is to show how West Wiltshire District Council, as local 
planning authority, has complied with regulations 25 to 28 of the Town and Country 
Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2004 during the preparation of 
the DPD submission draft. 
 
It also seeks to demonstrate how the Council has addressed the procedural test of 
soundness (ii) that the DPD "has been prepared in compliance with the statement of 
community involvement, or with the minimum requirements set out in the Regulations 
where no statement of community involvement exists". 
 
Integration of sustainability appraisal into DPD preparation is fundamental to sound 
Plan making. For this reason, this statement also refers to consultation carried out 
during the preparation of the Sustainability Appraisal and how this informed the 
process. 
 
 
Status 
 
This is the statement of compliance referred to in paragraph 4.14 of Planning Policy 
Statement 12: Local Development Frameworks and Regulation 28 (1) (C) and (D) of 
the Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England) Regulations 2004 
(the Regulations). 
 
 
Background 
 
The Inspector who considered the Council’s District Local Plan 1st Alteration at a 
Public Inquiry in 2002 recommended in his report in 2003 that the Council should 
undertake a comprehensive recreation needs assessment, in line with new 
Government guidance (PPG17), to inform a speedy review of the Council’s open 
space planning policies. 
 
Also in 2003, the Council's Parks and Open Spaces Policy Project Group, set up to 
develop a strategy for the management of the district's parks and open spaces, 
following the recommendations of the Best Value review of grounds and cleansing 
management, recommended that a recreation needs assessment was required to 
provide a baseline study from which future policy on public open space could be 
developed. 
 
During 2004, the West Wiltshire Local Strategic Partnership developed the first 
Community Strategy for West Wiltshire, covering the period 2004 -2014. To achieve 
the Wiltshire Strategic Board's objective of Wiltshire becoming the healthiest county 
in which to live by 2012, the Strategy aims to increase the opportunities for people, 
particularly the young, to engage in greater physical activity and to participate in 
sports based activities. 
 
At the same time, the District Council finalised its first Corporate Plan, covering the 
period 2005-2010, to help deliver elements of the Community Strategy. This Plan 
identified "Better access to recreation" as a key spotlight area for improvement for 
the Council. Undertaking a leisure and recreation needs assessment, reviewing local 
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plan policies and developing a Development Plan Document were identified as 
critical tasks in this Plan.  
 
In January 2005, the Council considered the first draft Local Development Scheme 
(LDS) for West Wiltshire which identified those Local Development Documents that 
the Council, as local planning authority, intended to commence during the period 
2005 - 2008. A Leisure and Recreation Development Plan Document was identified 
in the LDS for commencement in 2005, in advance of the Core Strategy, as a local 
priority. Following confirmation from the Government Office, on the 21st April 2005, 
the Local Development Scheme came into effect. 
 
The Council began production of its Statement of Community Involvement in early 
2005. The draft SCI was submitted to the Government in September 2005 and an 
Inspector's report was received in March 2006. The final SCI was adopted by the 
Council in June 2006. 
 
 
Pre-Production: Development of the evidence base 
 
Leisure and recreation needs assessment 
 
One of the principal studies undertaken as part of the evidence gathering exercise 
was the development of a PPG17 compliant Leisure and Recreation Needs 
Assessment (LRNA). 
 
Following a successful service revenue bid for 2004/05, a project brief was 
developed for the LRNA and consultants Kit Campbell Associates were selected to 
carry out the assessment in July 2004. 
 
Planning Policy Statement 12: Local Development Frameworks 
"Local planning authorities should seek the involvement of relevant groups and 
organisations in the development of this information base as this will help them to 
identify the issues which the development plan document needs to address and the 
options which are available to deal with those issues." (Para. 4.11) 
 
A full account of the consultation undertaken during the preparation of the LRNA to 
identify local needs and issues can be found in chapter 5 of the final report. To 
summarise, the consultants took account of a survey of People's Voice members (a 
citizens' panel), a survey of town and parish councils, interviews with indoor sports 
and leisure centre managers and interviews with key stakeholders including town and 
rural village respondents, open space, countryside and nature conservation groups, 
young people, sports clubs, equality and ethnic minority respondents and indoor 
sports respondents. 
 
On 10 January 2005, Kit Campbell Associates carried out a District councillor 
workshop to feedback to members some initial findings and to seek views on some 
key issues arising from the audit. 
 
On 20 April 2005 the final LRNA was reported to the Council's Cabinet where the 
summary of findings were noted, the objectives supported and a project plan 
approved to develop a spatial plan to address the identified key issues. 
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Consulting on the scope of sustainability appraisal 
 
Planning Policy Statement 12: Local Development Frameworks 
"Local planning authorities undertaking preparatory work in developing the evidence 
base must also produce a sustainability appraisal scoping report." (P.24) 
 
Sustainability Appraisal of Regional Spatial Strategies and Local Development 
Documents 
"The LPA must seek the views of the four statutory environmental consultation 
bodies designated in the SEA Regulations…on the scope and level of detail of the 
environmental information to be included in the SA Report….It is also desirable for 
other bodies to be consulted as the LPA considers appropriate….LPAs should allow 
5 weeks for this stage of consultation." (3.2.18) 
 
In May 2005 consultants C4S Centre for Sustainability at TRL Ltd were appointed to 
assist the Council with the sustainability appraisal of this DPD. A Scoping Report was 
produced in July 2005 and subject to a 5 week period of consultation between 10 
August 2005 and 14 September 2005. Copies of the document were sent to the 
Countryside Agency, English Heritage, English Nature and the Environment Agency, 
Department of Culture, Media and Sport, the South West Regional Planning Body, 
the Government Office for the South West and Sport England.  
 
Responses were received from Sport England, Environment Agency, English Nature 
and English Heritage and the subsequent Sustainability Appraisal set out how the 
comments received were taken into account in its Appendix A. 
 
 
Production: Preparation of issues and options  
 
The spirit of the new spatial planning system is that there should be on-going 
engagement with stakeholders during the generation and development of issues and 
alternative options. 
 
In the case of this DPD, the ongoing engagement commenced during the pre-
production stage, with the involvement of key stakeholders in the initial identification 
of issues in the LRNA (see above).  
 
Pre submission consultation (Regulation 25) 
"Before a local planning authority comply with regulation 26 they must consult  
 (a) each of the specific consultation bodies to the extent that the local planning 
authority thinks that the proposed subject matter of the DPD affects the body; and (b) 
such of the general consultation bodies as the local planning authority consider 
appropriate." 
 
Issues and options consultation (October - November 2005) 
 
Following the publication of the LRNA and the Sustainability Appraisal Scoping 
Report (see above) in July 2005, an initial Issues and Options consultation paper was 
prepared by Council officers in consultation with councillors. 
 
On 27 September 2005 a letter was sent to stakeholders informing them of the start 
of the consultation on issues and options and inviting them to attend an initial 
stakeholder event. The list of stakeholders sent this letter is attached at appendix 1 
and includes all of the specific consultation bodies identified in the Regulations and 
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other stakeholders falling within the categories for general consultation bodies 
identified in the Regulations which the Council considered appropriate to consult. The 
list also includes other consultees set out in Annex E of PPS12 which local planning 
authorities should also consider the need to consult. In addition, a letter was sent to 
all planning agents, developers and landowners on the Council's database. 
 
Organisations representing different racial, ethnic or national groups and also 
disabled persons within West Wiltshire were identified and invited to attend, 
recognising the duties of local planning authorities under the Race Relations 
(Amendment) Act 2000 and the Disability Discrimination Act 1995. 
 
On 13 October 2005 the stakeholder event was held in Trowbridge at which 36 
people attended. A presentation of the results of the LRNA was made by Kit 
Campbell Associates. A workshop was held around the key issues to gauge support 
for initial options and to generate other potential options. A summary of the results of 
the workshop are attached at appendix 2. 
 
On 14 October 2005 a second letter was sent to the same list of stakeholders setting 
out the arrangements for the issues and options consultation, including how to 
access information and documents via the Council's website, how to obtain copies of 
the Issues and Options consultation paper and how to make comments. 
 
On 19 October 2005 a presentation on the findings of the LRNA and the Issues and 
Options consultation was made by Council officers at the Parish Forum held in the 
Civic Hall, Trowbridge to which all parish councils within West Wiltshire are invited to 
attend. 
 
Detailed written responses were received from 26 individuals and organisations in 
response to the issues and options consultation, in addition to the responses from 
the stakeholder event. A summary of the results of the consultation are attached at 
appendix 3. 
 
Possible preferred options consultation (February - March 2006) 
 
Following consideration of the results of consultation in January 2006, a Possible 
Preferred Options consultation paper was prepared by Council officers in 
consultation with councillors. 
 
On 24 February 2006 a letter was sent to stakeholders thanking those who had 
responded to the issues and options consultation and informing them of the next 
stage of consultation on possible preferred options. The letter included further 
information on how to access documents via the Council's website, how to obtain 
copies of the Possible Preferred Options consultation paper and how to make 
comments. The letter also invited stakeholders to a further stakeholder event. 
 
The list of stakeholders sent this letter is attached at appendix 4 and includes all of 
the specific consultation bodies identified in the Regulations and other stakeholders 
falling within the categories for general consultation bodies identified in the 
Regulations which the Council considered appropriate to consult. The list also 
includes other consultees set out in Annex E of PPS12 which local planning 
authorities should also consider the need to consult and those stakeholders who had 
responded to the previous consultation period. The specific consultation bodies, 
together with town councils and previous respondents received copies of the 
Possible Preferred Options consultation paper. In addition, a letter was sent to all 
planning agents, developers and landowners on the Council's database. 
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To coincide with the launch of this consultation stage, a summary of the possible 
preferred options, together with information on how to get involved, were set out in an 
article in the February 2006 edition of West Wilts Matters -  the free Council 
newspaper delivered to all homes within the District. This is attached at appendix 5. 
Following a press release, newspaper articles appeared in the Wiltshire Chronicle on 
8 and 17 March 2006, the Wiltshire Times on 10 March 2006 and the Melksham 
Independent on 16 March 2006. 
 
On 30 March 2006 a second stakeholder event was held in Trowbridge at which 24 
people attended. Two workshops were held around the options and to determine 
what makes a good site option. A summary of the results of the workshop are 
attached at appendix 6. 
 
Detailed written responses were received from 112 individuals and organisations in 
response to the possible preferred options consultation, in addition to the responses 
from the stakeholder event. A summary of the results of the consultation are attached 
at appendix 7. 
 
Summary of issues raised 
 
(Regulation 28) 
" (1) (c) (iii) a summary of the main issues raised in those consultations, and 
(iv) how those main issues have been addressed in the DPD" 
 
A comprehensive summary of the issues raised during the Issues and Options stage 
and the Possible Preferred Options stage of consultation are set out in appendices 3 
and 7 as discussed above. 
 
However, the following table sets out the main issues raised and how these issues 
have been addressed in the DPD. 
 
Sustainability appraisal 
 
Sustainability Appraisal of Regional Spatial Strategies and Local Development 
Documents 
"Public participation during this stage helps to ensure that the SA will be 
comprehensive and robust enough to support the DPD during the later stages of 
public consultation and examination." (3.3.2) 
  
During the issues and options stage of consultation, a Sustainability Appraisal 
Working Note was produced by C4S reporting on how the options contributed 
towards the achievement of the SA/SEA objectives set out in the Scoping Report. 
This informed the development and refinement of possible preferred options.  
 
It was published on the Council's website in February 2006 and referred to within the 
consultation correspondence on Possible Preferred Options. 
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Statement of Community Involvement (adopted June 2006) 
"Consultation on the draft environmental report will follow the same pattern set out 
above for development plan documents during the preferred options stage." (5.43) 
"We will consider and respond to each representation made in relation to the draft 
Sustainability Appraisal Report." (5.44) 
 
In June 2006 the Sustainability Appraisal Report was produced by C4S for the 
Council and published, at the same time as the Preferred Options, on the Council's 
website, with copies sent to the DPD bodies.  
 
The consultation letter sent on 23 June 2006 invited comments on the Sustainability 
Appraisal at the same time as the Preferred Options and a form was circulated to 
capture comments. 
 
5 representations were received from consultees specifically on the contents of the 
Sustainability Appraisal. Details of the consultation responses received and how they 
were taken into account were published in the subsequent Sustainability Appraisal 
Report for the Preferred Options (Stage 2) in its Appendix B. 
 
Preferred options consultation (Stage 2  30 March 2007 - 11 May 2007) 
 
Following consideration of the results of consultation, and discussions with the 
Government Office for the South West, a Preferred Options (Stage 2) Consultation 
Paper was prepared by Council officers in consultation with councillors. This 
translated the options into draft policy wording. 
 
Pre-submission public participation (Regulation 26) 
"Before a local planning authority prepare and submit a DPD to the Secretary of 
State they must -  
(a) make copies of the pre-submission proposals documents and a statement of the 
proposals matters available for inspection during normal office hours - (i) at their 
principal office, and (ii) at such other places within their area as the authority consider 
appropriate;" 
 
On 30 March 2007 the Council published a Preferred Options (Stage 2) Consultation 
Paper, together with a comments form and a notice containing a statement of the 
proposals matters, and made copies available for inspection at the District offices, 
Bradley Road, Trowbridge and at the five public libraries and five town council offices 
at Bradford on Avon, Melksham, Trowbridge, Warminster and Westbury. 
 
Pre-submission public participation (Regulation 26) 
(b) publish on their website  
 (i) the pre-submission proposals documents, (ii) the proposals matters, (iii) a 
statement of the fact that the pre-submission proposals documents are available for 
inspection and the places and times at which they can be inspected;" 
 
On 30 March 2007  the Council updated its website to include a downloadable 
version of the Preferred Options (Stage 2) Consultation Paper, a comments form, 
together with a statement of the proposals matters and where and when the Paper 
can be inspected (appendix 14). 
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Pre-submission public participation (Regulation 26) 
(c) send to the DPD bodies  
 (i) the authority's proposals for a DPD, (ii) such supporting documents as are 
relevant to the body to which the documents are being sent, (iii) notice of the 
proposals matters (iv) the statement in paragraph (b) (iii); 
 
On 30 March 2007 a letter was sent to stakeholders thanking those who had 
responded to the previous preferred options stage in June 2006 and informing them 
of the next stage of consultation on preferred options (stage 2). The letter included a 
link and further information on how to access the Preferred Options (Stage 2) 
Consultation Paper and supporting documents via the Council's website, how to 
obtain hard copies and where and when the Paper can be inspected. A copy of the 
notice of proposals matters was included on the back of each letter (appendix 15). 
  
The list of stakeholders sent this letter is attached at appendix 15 and includes all of 
the specific consultation bodies identified in the Regulations and other stakeholders 
falling within the categories for general consultation bodies identified in the 
Regulations which the Council considered appropriate to consult. The list also 
includes other consultees set out in Annex E of PPS12 which local planning 
authorities should also consider the need to consult and those stakeholders who had 
responded to the previous consultation period. The specific consultation bodies, 
together with town councils received copies of the Preferred Options (Stage 2) 
Consultation Paper. In addition, a letter was sent to all planning agents, developers 
and landowners on the Council's database. 
 
Pre-submission public participation (Regulation 26) 
and 
(d) give notice by local advertisement of - (i) the proposals matters, (ii) the fact that 
the pre-submission proposals documents are available for inspection and the places 
and times at which they can be inspected."  
 
On 30 March 2007 a notice setting out the proposals matters and where and when 
the Paper can be inspected was published in the Wiltshire Times (appendix 16). 
 
Statement of Community Involvement (adopted June 2006) 
"In preparing local development documents, the District Council will apply a minimum 
consultation standard. This means that consultation periods will last for six weeks.  
Consultation documents, appropriate background papers and response forms will be 
available from our offices, website and all public libraries. When appropriate, this 
documentation will also be available from Town Council offices. Consultation periods 
will be advertised in the local press and on our website. All those who become 
involved in the consultation process will be entered onto our LDF database and kept 
informed of the future stages of the process." (5.11) 
 
From the above section it will be clear that the Council complied with these standards 
during the preferred options period 30 March 2007 - 11 May 2007. 
 
Statement of Community Involvement (adopted June 2006) 
"We will show the alternative options and set out reasons why we have not chosen to 
pursue them. (5.24)" 
 
The Preferred Options (Stage 2) Paper included within it a list of all options 
considered to date and referred to the previous Preferred Options Paper which 
included a full options analysis. 
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Statement of Community Involvement (adopted June 2006) 
"The community will be given the opportunity to make representations on these other 
options, or indeed any additional alternatives." (5.25) 
 
Both the Paper itself and the consultation letters made it very clear that the Council 
was inviting comments not only on the preferred options but also other options which 
consultees may wish the Council to consider. 

 
Statement of Community Involvement (adopted June 2006) 
"When possible, the District Council will use other methods of engaging the 
community during consultation. The suitability of these other methods will be 
governed by constraints such as time, finances and the overall appropriateness of 
the method for delivering the desired output." (5.12) 
"We will utilise similar consultation methods as those used during the issues and 
options stage." (5.26) 
 
In addition to satisfying the minimum consultation standard set out in the SCI (see 
above), additional measures were undertaken to engage with the community at this 
stage. 
 
A press release was sent to all local media organisations and subsequently two 
recorded radio interviews were held on Monday 2 April 2007 with Radio Wiltshire and 
GWR into the contents of the Preferred Options (Stage 2) Consultation Paper. 
 
Representations on proposals for a development plan document (Regulation 
27) 
"(1) Any person may make representations about a local planning authority's 
proposals for a DPD. 
(2) Any such representations must be - (a) made within a period of 6 weeks starting 
on the day the local planning authority comply with regulation 26 (a), and (b) sent to 
the address and, where appropriate, the person specified pursuant to regulation 26 
(b) to (d). 
 
All representations made between 30 March 2007 and 11 May 2007 and returned to 
the District Council offices, Trowbridge or by email were identified by the District 
Council as duly made. Representations were received from 19 individuals and 
organisations. 
 
Representations on proposals for a development plan document (Regulation 
27) 
(3) A local planning authority shall not prepare and submit the DPD to the Secretary 
of State until they have considered any representations made in accordance with 
paragraph (2). 
 
Statement of Community Involvement (adopted June 2006) 
"Following each individual consultation stage, we will prepare a report summarising 
the issues that have been raised during the course of consultation and a 
recommendation for response." (5.52) ..the report will be considered by an 
appropriate body of the District Council, which will make a decision on our formal 
response." (5.53) 
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All representations made during the Preferred Options (Stages 1 and 2) consultation 
were considered by officers and helped to inform the Submission Draft of the Leisure 
and Recreation Development Plan Document. 
 
Reports summarising the representations received were considered at meetings of 
the Council's Cabinet on 5 September 2007 and Council on 12 September 2007. 
Council approved a response to each representation made at its meeting on 12 
September 2007 (appendix 17). 
 
Sustainability appraisal 
 
Sustainability Appraisal of Regional Spatial Strategies and Local Development 
Documents 
"The SA Report must be issued with the DPD during the pre-submission public 
participation stage on the preferred option or options under Regulation 26" (3.5.1) 
 
Statement of Community Involvement (adopted June 2006) 
"Consultation on the draft environmental report will follow the same pattern set out 
above for development plan documents during the preferred options stage." (5.43) 
"We will consider and respond to each representation made in relation to the draft 
Sustainability Appraisal Report." (5.44) 
 
In March 2007 an amended Sustainability Appraisal Report was produced by C4S for 
the Council and published, at the same time as the Preferred Options (Stage 2), on 
the Council's website, with copies sent to the DPD bodies.  
 
The consultation letter sent on 30 March 2007 invited comments on the amended 
Sustainability Appraisal at the same time as the Preferred Options (Stage 2) and a 
form was circulated to capture comments. 
 
3 representations were received from consultees specifically on the contents of the 
amended Sustainability Appraisal. Details of the consultation responses received and 
how they were taken into account have been published in the subsequent 
Sustainability Appraisal Report for the Submission stage in its Appendix C. 
 
Summary of issues raised 
 
(Regulation 28) 
" (1) (d) A statement setting out (i) (aa) the number of representations made, (bb) a 
summary of the main issues raised in those representations, and 
(cc) how those main issues have been addressed in the DPD". 
 
248 representations were received during the Preferred Options stage and 19 further 
representations during the Preferred Options (stage 2) consultation. 
 
A comprehensive summary of the issues raised during the Preferred Options stage 
and the Preferred Options (stage 2) consultation are set out in appendix 17 as 
discussed above, together with a response to each one from the Council. 
 
However, for convenience, the following table sets out the main issues raised and 
how these issues have been addressed in the DPD. 
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Table 2: Preferred Options Consultation 
 
Main Issues Raised How the DPD addresses these Issues 
Support for the vision but need for detailed proposals and resources to 
achieve it. 

Each policy and proposal is clearly linked via the spatial objectives to 
the vision and sets out how it will be delivered. 

Make clearer the links between health and deprivation issues and 
greenspace. 

The spatial portrait and Vision sections of the DPD make clear the 
links between health and deprivation issues and greenspace. 

The plan should support better accessibility to facilities for 
pedestrians, cyclists, those with disabilities and low income families. 

The DPD supports better accessibility to facilities through identification 
in the Vision, within the spatial objectives and within the main policies 
and proposals. 

Local standards should reflect more accurately the views of local 
councils. 

Local standards reflect local views but also have regard to actual 
provision and to what is achievable and realistic in the future.  

Landowners/developers should have more flexibility to dispose of 
open space. 

The DPD reflects PPG17 and RPG10 to protect needed open space 
but provides for disposal under certain circumstances. 

When reviewing open spaces the local community should be 
consulted. 

The DPD states that during the review process the District Council will 
have regard to the views of the local community. 

Open space should be registered as town or village greens. Blanket registrations run contrary to a flexible policy framework based 
upon uptodate assessments of local needs. 

There is potential for enhancing wildlife habitats on low value sites. Agreed. The policies provide fro retention and wildlife enhancement of 
existing open space. 

Access to the countryside should respect local character. Policies aim to extend public access whilst conserving the natural 
beauty, wildlife and cultural heritage of the countryside. 

The plan should include policies/references to leisure cycle routes / 
equestrian based leisure activity / motor sports in the countryside, etc. 

This DPD is an interim document focussing on open space and sports 
facilities. Whilst the DPD addresses countryside access, the impact of 
motor sport is beyond the remit of the DPD. 

Developers should not just provide open spaces but subsequently 
must maintain them. 

The Council's preferred approach is for developers to secure the 
management and maintenance of open space in perpetuity. 

The Council should take advantage of development funded leisure 
opportunities. 

The DPD provides an appropriate policy framework for development 
funded leisure opportunities. 

Friends groups and town and parish councils should be given the 
opportunity to manage and maintain open spaces. 

The Council positively supports such management arrangements and 
the DPD supports this option. 

Support for refurbishing or replacing indoor sports halls but opposition The DPD sets out the Council's intention to develop a programme for 
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to replacing Christie Miller, Westbury pool; refurbishing and/or replacing the District leisure centres. Proposals will 
be identified in a Site Allocations DPD. 

Support for better and more stimulating play facilities. The DPD sets out the policy and quality standards for more 
imaginative play facilities and a play strategy will implement this.  

Support for further grass and artificial pitches at the towns but 
opposition to some specific proposals (e.g. Woolmore Farm, 
Bowerhill). 

The DPD includes proposals for new pitches. The policies identify site 
specific matters to be addressed, and, if necessary, mitigation 
measures to be undertaken. 

Developer support for Leigh Park scheme rather than Lafarge, 
Westbury. 

This option has been rejected following sustainability appraisal and 
local consultation. 

Concerns from clubs about pitch availability and costs of pitch hire. There is a clear need for more sports pitches to be available for hire 
by local clubs and this DPD includes site specific proposals. 

Support for further teenage facilities in consultation with young people. This DPD recognises the need for a network of teenage facilities and 
identifies a play strategy as the means of implementing this. 

Support for further water based activities including finding a route for 
the Wilts and Berks canal through Melksham. 

The DPD sets out policies for improving water based recreation in the 
District. However, questions remain over the technical feasibility of a 
new route and this should be progressed through the Core Strategy 
and Site Allocations DPD. 

Support for more imaginative uses at Southwick Country Park; The DPD has assessed all options and the most appropriate and 
achievable is set out in the policy. 

Support for tree planting but it must reflect local character and local 
biodiversity. 

The DPD makes clear that tree planting will have regard to local 
landscape character and local habitat.  

Suggestions for ways of opening up schools for more community use. The policies refer to and reflect the "Extended Schools" project and 
the "Building Schools for the Future Programme". 

The plan should refer to the range of other policies and plans in 
existence and should clearly set out its status. 

The Submission DPD includes an expanded policies section and 
clarifies the interim status of the document and its relationship with 
other LDF documents.

The local planning authority must submit its development plan document for 
independent examination to the Secretary of State, publish a notice and invite 
representations to be made within a specified period of six weeks in accordance with 
Regulation 28." (4.16) 
 
The Council intends to submit the submission draft Leisure and Recreation DPD and 
supporting documents to the Government office on 26 October 2007 and to satisfy 
the requirements of Regulation 28.
